1 slice of Black Forrest Ham % Wedge Laughing Cow Cheese 1 Slice Pepper-jack Cheese
1 10” Carb-balance Tortilla Spicy Mustard & Horseradish

Spread Laughing Cow Cheese on %2 of the tortilla. Mix & spread mustard & horseradish on other half. Break apart and
place Pepper-jack to cover tortilla over the mustard/horseradish. Place lunch meat over cheese and fold tortilla in half.
Place folded tortilla into hot, non-stick pan without oil. Turn when lightly browned and crisp.

You can make many variations on this quesadilla-like sandwich such as adding tomatoes, different kinds/amounts of
cheese, different meats, and different spreads. My favorite is as made above with a couple of thin slices of tomato.
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Roasted Pumpking Seeds

| don’t know about you, but as kids, not much went to waste around our house. This time of the year reminds me of carv-
ing pumpkins and then we would roast the seeds to eat. Although we just used salt in the roasting, you could use garlic
powder, red pepper, black pepper, and other spices to your taste. Here’s what we did:

Pre-heat oven to 350 degrees F.

Clean & rinse about 1 ¥ C. of seeds. While still a little damp, sprinkle on about a teaspoon or so of salt. Spray a baking
sheet with nonstick cooking spray. Spread the seeds evenly over the sheet and bake about 15 minutes, or until the seeds
are crispy and light golden brown.

Remove from the oven and stir with a spatula or wooden spoon to release any seeds that have stuck to the baking sheet.
And cool completely before serving.

Roasted seeds will keep in an air-tight storage container for up to 1 week.
