Clam & Cheese Chowder 
 
Prep Time:  10 Min          Cook Time:  10 M 

 
1 ¼ C water 
1 t instant chicken bouillon granules 
1 C shredded carrots 
1 C frozen peas 
¼ C sliced green onions 
ȧ t pepper 
1 C skim milk 
2 T cornstarch 
2 6 ½ cans minced clams 
1 C shredded American cheese (4 oz) 
 
In a 2-quart saucepan combine water, bouillon granules, carrots, peas, green onions, and pepper.  Heat to boiling. 
 
Stir together milk and cornstarch; stir into vegetable mixture.  Cook and stir till thickened and bubbly.  Cook and stir 1 
minute more.  Stir in undrained clams and the cheese till cheese is melted.   
 

 

Crab Gumbo 
 
Prep Time:  15 Min        Cook Time:  12 Min 

 

½ C chopped green pepper 
½ C sliced green onion 
1 clove garlic, minced 
1 T cooking oil 
3 C chicken broth 
2 medium tomatoes, peeled and chopped 
ȧ t celery salt 
ȧ t dried thyme, crushed 
ȧ to ¼ t bottled hop pepper sauce 
½ of 10-oz pkg (1Cup) frozen sliced okra 
1  6-oz can crabmeat 
½ C diced turkey ham 
1 t filé powder (optional) 
2 C hot cooked rice 
 
In a large saucepan, cook green pepper, green onion, and garlic in hot oil till vegetables are tender.  Sir in chicken broth, 
tomatoes, celery salt, thyme, and hot pepper sauce.  Bring to boiling.  Stir in okra; reduce heat.  Cover and simmer about 
10 minutes or till okra is tender.   
 
Meanwhile, drain, flake, and remove cartilage from crabmeat.  Stir crabmeat and turkey ham into gumbo.  Heat through.  
Stir in filé powder, if desired.
